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Application Guidelines for Publication Grants

Keio SFC Academic Society provides support for the printing, binding, and publication costs of the
following types of works. While peer review is not required, approval by the Society's internal

review committee is necessary for all applications.

Categories of Assistance

[Printing/Binding Support]
a) Research Memo
b) Excellent research project
c¢) Excellent Master Theses
d) Doctoral Dissertation
e) Student Papers Recommended by Faculty

[Publication Cost Support]
f) Grants for Publication of Doctoral Theses and Related Works

Publication Categories
a) Research Memo
e Research reports by faculty members or research groups led by faculty.
o Includes research reports and collections of papers.
e  Must highlight outstanding aspects and consist of carefully selected content.
% Note: In principle, research reports should be self-published or disclosed online by each
seminar or project group. Applications for grant support should be considered a last resort,
such as when printing is essential but the budget is insufficient.
b) Excellent research project
e  Graduation theses or seminar projects recognized as excellent within a seminar by
undergraduate students.
e Requires a recommendation from the seminar faculty supervisor (generally, one paper per
seminar per semester).
e The supervising faculty member must assume editorial responsibility.
¢) Excellent Master Theses
e Master's theses authored by graduate students in master's programs.
e Requires a recommendation from the principal thesis advisor.
d) Doctoral Dissertation
e Doctoral theses authored by doctoral program students or graduates.
e Requires a recommendation from the principal thesis advisor.

e¢) Student Papers Recommended by Faculty



e Papers authored by undergraduate or graduate students or their groups.

e Requires a recommendation from a seminar faculty supervisor or a faculty member
qualified to evaluate the research (must be a Society member).

f) Grants for Publication of Doctoral Theses and Related Works

e Academic works based on research conducted during the doctoral program, authored within
three years of obtaining a doctorate (must have been aftiliated with SFC at the time).

e Alternatively, academic works summarizing research achievements at SFC by a faculty
member (Society membership required).

e Doctoral research-based publications require a recommendation from the principal thesis
advisor.

e Must have a publishing agreement with a recognized academic publisher (submission of a
publishing agreement certificate required).

e  Grant disbursement will be made upon submission of a deposit copy.

Notes:
e For categories b, ¢, d, and e, a "Statement of Recommendation" must be attached to the
manuscript, including the reason for recommendation, the recommender’s affiliation, and
name, and will be printed on the front page.

e Details of publication categories are outlined in the "Publication Regulations."

Costs, Distribution, and Publication Flow (Categories a—e)
Costs
e The Society will bear the costs up to the budget limit.
e If costs per item exceed the budget limit, applicants will be contacted in advance to adjust
the number of printed copies or pay the difference.

e There is a limit on the number of grants available for each category.

Distribution
e 50 copies will be provided to the authors (including the applicant).
e Remaining copies will be distributed in the general publication corner on the 1st floor of the
Main Building to faculty and student members.
e Ifyou require more than 50 copies, please consult the Secretariat at the time of application.

e  XOne copy will be deposited at the National Diet Library.

Printing/Binding/Publication Process
1. Submit the Application Form (WORD) and Manuscript (PDF) to the Secretariat
(gakkai@sfc.keio.ac.jp).



2. Review by the internal committee (review period: about two weeks).
Notification of review results to the author.

4. Submission to the printing company; coordination regarding cover design, recommendation
statement, and colophon.

5. Printing and publication (printing period: about two weeks).

e  Submit the Application Form (WORD) and Manuscript (PDF) to the Secretariat

Costs

e The Society will subsidize publication costs up to JPY 300,000 per case.
e For details, please refer to the "Regulations for Grants for Doctoral Thesis Publication."

e Settlements will generally be made after submission of the deposit copy.

e Article 11: Copyright remains with the author.
e Article 12: The Keio SFC Academic Society holds the editorial copyright and publishing
rights for all publications stipulated in Article 2 (1)—(6) and any printed or electronic
materials produced for the purpose of public dissemination.

reached, a notice of closure will be issued.
