10,000 yen).

This is an opportunity for our society members to introduce and promote your various activities

through poster presentations. Both individual and group presentations are welcome. Recipients of

the Encouragement Award, whether individuals or groups, will receive a certificate and a

supplementary prize (worth approximately 10,000 yen).

Graduation

Presentations

This is an opportunity for those who have graduated or will graduate from the undergraduate

programs at SFC in the relevant academic year to showcase and promote your graduation projects

through oral presentations. Both individual and group presentations are welcome. Gold, Silver, and

Encouragement Award winners (individuals or groups) will receive certificates and supplementary

prizes (worth approximately 40,000 yen, 20,000 yen, and 10,000 yen respectively). Faculty members

who serve as supervisors will also receive a supplementary prize. However, only one supervising

faculty member is eligible, and they must be a member of the Keio SFC Academic Society.

Presentations must be given using a Mac prepared by the organizers.

Bring your slides on a USB flash drive and submit them to the reception desk during
the break immediately before your session.

Accepted slide formats are PowerPoint, PDF, or Keynote.

In principle, online presentations are not accepted. However, if you cannot present on
the day, you may submit a pre-recorded presentation video (within 6 minutes) by the
day before. In that case, the video will be played, and it will still be subject to evaluation,

but the Q&A score will be zero. Please understand this in advance.

#The academic advisor (usually called as Supervisor) of a student who wins the Gold Prize will receive the Silver Prize’s supplementary
award, the advisor of a student who wins the Silver Prize will receive the Encouragement Prize’s supplementary award, and all other
advisors will receive the Participation Prize’s supplementary award.

#In the case of group presentations, you may select supplementary awards (identical items for all) for up to the number of registered
members, within a maximum of 5 people. However, the total value of the supplementary awards must not exceed the amount granted
for an individual presentation. For example, if the limit for the Encouragement Prize in an individual presentation is 10,000 yen, then in
a group of 5, the maximum per person would be 2,000 yen (evenly divided).

#By checking the “Exclude from Awards” box at the time of application, you may opt out of the evaluation. This option may be selected,

for example, when a faculty member is giving a project report.

6. Preparation of Your Poster
The autumn conference will be held exclusively as a poster presentation. Please be sure to create your poster in a portrait AQ
size (118.9 cm tall X 84.1 cm wide). If you submit a PDF of your poster to the office of our Society (gakkai@sfc.keio.ac.jp)

by Wednesday, November 12, we will print your poster free of charge and have it posted on the day of the event. If the PDF
file is 5 MB or smaller, you may submit it as an e-mail attachment, but if it exceeds 5 MB, please provide a URL from which

the print-ready PDF can be downloaded. If you cannot meet this deadline, please prepare the poster at your own expense.
